Instructor: Susan Clemenza, Licensed 

       Martha Pullen Heirloom Teacher 

 

 You would never guess that these 

ñdesignerò pillowcases are simple to 

make and work up in a jiffy, thanks to 

the techniques you will learn for 

heirloom sewing by serger. Easy serger 

tucks are used to embellish the body of 

the white batiste fabric. Then comes the 

addition of he fancy band; first is a row 

of delicate, white French lace insertion, 

followed by a band of beautiful 

embroidered insertion. A bridging strip 

is then attached, with a lace-edged ruffle 

finishing the lower edge. After the 

assembly is completed, satin ribbon is 

woven through the bridging with a little 

satin bow added for just the right 

finishing touch. The elegant look paired 

with easy construction will make this a 

project you will make over and over 

again.
